TREASURER’S REPORT

Nickie Harrison presented the report.  Our fixed asset, account #16, for the Annex Building now has a balance of $100,637.52.  

For the year to date through October 31, 2011, Covenant has received $313,303.98 total income and has incurred $306,548.89 of expenses, which results in a net gain of $6,755.09 for the year.  

The Annual Budget worksheet was distributed.  Kathy Manning, the Financial Secretary for CPC, explained that the committees had all completed their budget worksheets and the total estimated expenditures for 2012 are $456,961.66.  This includes $75,000 for replacement and repairs to the air conditioning unit.  This was explained by the Property Committee as the minimum amount that was needed to fix the unit.  The total expenses are $76,395.66 greater than the prior year.  The pledges are still being received.  After the Stewardship lunch on Sunday, November 20, Neill and Kathy will work on estimating 2012 giving for donors that have not pledged, but still contribute to the church.  At the December 2011 meeting the estimated income and expenses will be presented to the Session.

No membership changes were presented and correspondence was distributed as appropriate.
